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Export: Inka-Pallets are “fit for China”

Chinese bureaucratic phase-out 

Siegertsbrunn, 24.01.2006 Since January 1, 2006, the ISMP15 importat regulations for exports to China have been in force. The Middle Kingdom is therefore aligning itself with the recommendations for wooden cargo carriers of the International Plant Protection Conven​tion (IPP), a sub-organization of the (United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization, FAO). 

For exporters, who up to now have relied upon Inka pallets for their exportation cargo carriers, the implementation of the ISPM15 in China means an additional facilitation. The requirement to show a non-wood packing material declara​tion at customs for Inka pallets has been dispensed with, according to the text in the Chinese Notice 2005/11, in which the adoption of the ISPM15 regulations is announced. Derived timber products, produced under heat or pressure treatments, are also expressly exempted from all importation regulations. 
Now that the first consignments for 2006 to China have been processed, exporters report unanimously that Inka pallets are to be accepted without any problems or further formalities. The required IPPC markings for cargo carriers do not apply to Inka pallets, but only to solid wood pallets. 
Background: China and the ISPM15 Standard

The ISPM15 standard developed by the IPPC designate two alternative pre-treatment processes for packing material and wood packaging material. One of these processes, gassing with the insecticide Methyl bromide, is forbidden within the EU for environmental protection reasons. The second alternative is heat treatment with a core temperature of 56 °C for at least 30 minutes. Pallets which have undergone either of these two treatment methods are given an ISPM15 marking. 

As of January 1, 2006, Chinese custom authorities only accept ISPM15 marked pallets for wood pallets and require an official certificate. Until now, for importations into China, a non-wood declaration sufficed for pallets made of derived timber products (such as Inka pallets). This requirement has been dispensed with as of January 1, 2006 – a considerable facilitation for the exporter. 

About Inka pallets 

Inka pallets of derived timber products are available in all standard  sizes, from the quarter pallet to the 400 x 600 mm format to the CP3 pallet with dimensions of 1140 x 1140 mm. In the “heavy-duty“ versions, Inka pallets can be dynamically loaded with up to 1.250 kilograms; the maximum static load is approximately three times as much.
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	In 2006 Inka pallets pallets were again the choice for exporters to China: the pallets pass problem-free through customs.
